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Caribou Range Occupancy in Ontario

Ontario has researched historical documentation of woodland caribou
and assembled recent survey information. These efforts have been
summarized here in the form of occupancy, which is represented by
the most recent record of caribou within 100 km? hexagon grid cells.
Temporal information like this aids biologists in tracking changes in
occurrence and connectivity of populations, as well as monitoring
recovery within the continuous and discontinuous caribou
distributions.

Occupancy, as it is represented here, does not portray the abundance
of caribou across the landscape, nor does it show the quality or
quantity of caribou habitat. Additionally, the absence of an observation
does not mean caribou are not or were not present.
