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3.3 Assessing Property Eligibility  
In determining the eligibility of a property for the Community Conservation Lands category, the 
applicant needs to first ask several preliminary questions as outlined below. If the applicant can 
answer “yes” to those questions, and provide the accompanying information to support those 
claims, then the property is a likely candidate for consideration under the CLTIP CCL category. 
These questions can be used as steps to assess suitability for a property under the CCL 
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
