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versions of the strategies and has been included in
Part 5 on Future Considerations.

The Forest Economy of the Northeast
Region

Forestry is a key driver of the northern economy and
the forest industry is the major primary economic
activity in the Northeast Region. In this part of the
province, the industry includes 24 sawmills (ranging
from large SPF mills to small hardwood mills in the
southern part of the region), five pulp and paper
mills, three oriented strandboard mills, six
veneer/veneer panel mills, and three composite
board mills. See Figure 8 and Table 3 for the
location and brief description of significant Crown

wood-using facilities. A more extensive listing of

forest resource processing facilities in Ontario is

currently available on MNR’s Ontario’s Forests

website within the forest industry page. In addition,

woodlands, harvesting, transportation and

silviculture operations occur throughout the region.

The forest industry is a significant employer in the

majority of the communities throughout Northeast

Region. Not only does the industry offer its

employees relatively secure employment tenure, but it

pays well and produces significant economic spin-off

benefits to virtually every community in the region.

The industry is also a major purchaser of goods and

services and often an important supporter of
