
 Live bait harvested from either the buffer or virus-free zones could be sold in 
the infected zone  

 
These measures were effective from January to March, 2007.  Upon review, some 
boundary changes were made and the buffer zone was eliminated effective April 2007 
(Figure 7).

In response to increasing concerns about the spread of non-native species and 
pathogens, the Ministry of Natural Resources in conjunction with the Bait Association of 
Ontario implemented a Hazard Analysis and Critical Control Point (HACCP) plan 
requirement for commercial bait licensees and a training program for commercial bait 
harvesters.  The HACCP training program was originally developed for the bait industry 
in the United States to reduce the spread of invasive species.  To ensure 
uncontaminated fish, water and equipment, the HACCP system is designed to identify 
invasive species hazards, establish controls and monitor these controls.  HACCP is a 
preventive system to help ensure that fish, water and equipment are free of invasive 
species.   
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
