In Canada, the Eastern Hog-nosed Snake is only found in the province of Ontario.  
Within Ontario, it is found in two geographically separate areas: the Carolinian Life Zone 
of southwestern Ontario and in central Ontario south of the French River and Lake 
Nipissing (Figure 3).  The northern limit of the range corresponds approximately to the 
120 day frost-free period (Schueler 1997). 
 
Although the current distribution of the Eastern Hog-nosed Snake in Ontario is not 
completely known, it is clear that this species has declined.  The Natural Heritage 
Information Centre (NHIC) of the Ontario Ministry of Natural Resources has determined 
that 8% of known element occurrences (EOs) or “populations” of Eastern Hog-nosed 
Snakes in Ontario have been extirpated (Oldham and Austen 1998).  The Eastern Hog-
nosed Snake has been extirpated from the Regional Municipalities of Halton, Peel and
