
Over 92 percent of the North American population breeds in Canada (COSEWIC 2009) where its 
range (Figure 1) extends from “British Columbia eastwards to the Ontario-Manitoba border and 
northwards into the Yukon and Northwest Territories” (Cadman et al. 2007, Atlas of the Breeding 
Birds of Ontario 2001–2005, p. 144). 

Within Canada, there are two populations of Horned Grebe: the western population and the 
Magdalen Islands population in Québec. Ontario is at the extreme eastern periphery of  
the range of the western population.
