5. Despite any provision of a statute or Order in Council, the
administration of the statutes, or the specified provisions thereof, set
out in the Appendix to this Order is assigned to the Minister.

STATEMENT OF PRIORITIES
June 2007
Introduction

The Financial Services Commission of Ontario (FSCO) is a regulatory
agency established under the Financial Services Commission of Ontario
Act, 1997 (FSCO Act).

Section 11 of the FSCO Act requires FSCO to deliver to the Minister of
Finance and publish in the Ontario Gazette (by June 30th of each year),
“a statement setting out the proposed priorities of the Commission for
the fiscal year in connection with the administration of this Act and all
other Acts that confer powers on or assign duties to the Commission or
the Superintendent.”

Thisis FSCO's tenth Statement of Priorities. It identifies key challenges
facing FSCO, outlines proposed strategic priorities for the coming year,
and notes recent progress on significant projects.

FSCO is comprised of three parts: the five-person Commission; the
Superintendent of Financial Services and staff; and the Financial
Services Tribunal. FSCO regulates insurance, pension plans, loan and
trust corporations, credit unions/caisses populaires, mortgage brokers
and co-operative corporations in Ontario.

As of March 1, 2007, FSCO regulated or registered 394 insurance
companies, 8,086 pension plans, 219 credit unions and caisses
populaires, 51 loan and trust corporations, 1,007 mortgage brokers,
1,599 co-operative corporations, as well as approximately 36,900
insurance agents, 3,837 corporate insurance agencies and 1,100
insurance adjusters. The regulated sectors represent a large, dynamic and
evolving industry that plays a vital role in the economy of the province
and the financial security of individuals and families.

Our Mandate

To protect the public interest and enhance public confidence in the
regulated sectors, FSCO provides regulatory services that protect
financial services consumers and pension plan beneficiaries, and support
ahealthy and competitive financial servicesindustry.

Our Vision

We are committed to being a vigilant, fair-minded and forward-looking
regulatory agency with a constructive and responsive presence in
Ontario’s financial services marketplace.

Key Challenges

FSCO engages in planning exercises to identify current and future
strategic priorities to guide activities toward the achievement of its
objectives. For this process to be effective, external factors affecting the
financial services industry must be considered. FSCO continues to take
into account the following challenges.

Globalization

The continuing trend toward globalization and international
consolidation in the financial sectors is blurring jurisdictional lines.
Today, financial services providers can reach out to consumers via the
Internet and e-commerce technologies, depending less on the bricks and
mortar based business models of the past. This has led to consolidations
and mergers among financia institutions, increases in the number of
multi-national companies providing financial services and vast changes
in the way these services are delivered. In this online global marketplace,
companies are no longer tethered to one or two business lines and can
offer a broader range of financia services, many of which are subject to
different regulatory regimes.

As a result of these factors, the production, marketing and delivery of
financial services products has also changed, resulting in a further
multiplication of regulatory issues. The new borderless frontier facilitated
by technology challenges financia services regulators to address regulation
using abroad cross-jurisdictional, cross-sectoral approach.

Regulatory renewal

Regulators must keep pace with today’s rapidly changing financial
services marketplace. For FSCO, this requires the adoption of refined
methods of multi-sectoral regulation that address issues facing financial
services providers both large and small, in a manner that best utilizes
resources. Risk-based methods of regulation provide a means to achieve
this aim, by using regulatory resources more efficiently and in areas
where they have the greatest potential return. To employ these methods
in the most effective manner possible, it is essential that regulators have
tools at their disposal to collect and analyze relevant data.

Market conditions

Recent shifts in global economic activity have been reflected in the
Canadian economy, contributing to uncertain market conditions. Despite
the cooler economic climate, Ontario’s growth has rebounded and is
expected to strengthen as U.S. demand picks up steam and the lower
Canadian dollar and oil prices stimulate economic activity. Asaresult, it
is essential that regulators continue to effectively monitor and manage
risk to enhance consumer confidence and public trust in the regulated
sectors and contribute to a healthy financial services marketplace.

Consumer protection and education

Technological innovation in the financial services marketplace has
empowered consumers, providing them with more products and services
to choose from than ever before. While providing the benefit of
increased opportunities, the complexity of a more diverse marketplace
can also make it more difficult for consumers to make informed choices.
More than ever, consumers are turning to professionals for assistance
when making financial decisions. The expansion in financia services
providers reguires investment in a variety of initiatives by FSCO, to
ensure we have the tools at our disposal to provide consumers with
reliable information, protect them from illegal activity and assist themin
resolving disputes when they arise.

What this meansto FSCO

To meet these challenges, FSCO is guided by established strategic
priorities. These priorities build on the delivery of the core activities
FSCO carries out to achieve its mission. As each is significant, FSCO's
strategic priorities are not ranked in any particular order:

I. Promote a coordinated national approach to regulatory issues.
1. Enhance the risk-based approach to regulation.

I11. Review and recommend amendments to the regulatory framework
to keep pace with changes in the marketplace.

IV. Improve delivery of services.

FSCO believes these strategic priorities and their associated initiatives,
which are outlined on the following pages, will have a positive impact
on consumers and pension plan beneficiaries. The pursuit of these
priorities allows FSCO to fulfill its mandate to protect financial services
consumers and pension plan beneficiaries and support a heathy and
competitive financial servicesindustry in Ontario.

To fulfill its mandate, FSCO has adopted a culture of partnership and
dialogue. FSCO continues to benefit from strong collaboration with
consumers, industry and other stakeholders. For this reason, many
projects undertaken by FSCO are complex, involving many participants
and requiring implementation in conjunction with federal and provincial
jurisdictions. As a result, many initiatives span several years, with work
continuing on an ongoing basis.

Technology plays an important role in helping FSCO maintain strong
connections with stakeholders and provide information and services to
them. To this end, FSCO has embraced all aspects of e-communications,
conducting business with industry electronically and offering consumers
online access to services and information. FSCO believes that with
improved access to information, consumers and pension plan
beneficiaries will be better equipped to make wise choices and protect
their interests.

FSCO's Statement of Priorities includes a report on the progress of key
initiatives identified in the previous year's statement. The report back
section of this year's statement lists FSCO's accomplishments in the
previous year and their intended benefits to stakeholders and the
regulatory system.

Our Strategic Priorities
. Promote a coordinated national approach to regulatory issues

FSCO continues to work with other Canadian regulators in coordinating
regulation of the financial servicesindustry at the national level.

FSCO supports the development of harmonized regulatory solutions
through participation in the Joint Forum of Financial Market Regulators
(Joint Forum), the Canadian Association of Pension Supervisory
Authorities (CAPSA), the Canadian Council of Insurance Regulators
(CCIR), the General Insurance Statistical Agency (GISA) and the
Canadian Insurance Services Regulatory Organizations (CISRO).

FSCO is participating with these national organizations as a member of,
or in some cases as lead of, committees and project teams that are
mandated to undertake the following initiatives. Some of these projects
will result in recommendations to member regulators and governments
for statutory changes to achieve implementation. In Ontario, the
recommendations will require review and approval by the Ontario
government.

Joint Forum

e Continue work related to assessing and harmonizing point of sde
disclosure for Individual Variable Insurance Contracts (IVICs, aso
known as segregated funds) and mutual funds to ensure consumers
are aware of the risks and benefits of these investment products at the
time of purchase.

* Work with the Financia Services Ombudsnetwork to define
performance standards for dispute resolution services; build
appropriate  measurement and reporting systems around those
standards; and promote harmonization and consistency among the
industry level OmbudServices (Ombudsman for Banking Services
and Investments, Canadian Life and Health Insurance
OmbudService, General Insurance OmbudService).

e Continue to work with stakeholders to identify problems resulting
from differences in investment rules for pension funds, mutual funds
and other pooled investment funds. Develop recommendations for
possible solutions and coordinate the implementation of adopted
solutions.

» Examine the regulation of intermediaries and recommend ways to
minimize possible conflicts. Promote equivalent consumer
protection, focusing initially on intermediaries who sell mutual funds
and IVICs.

» Continue to develop mechanisms to alow for more effective sharing
of information on regulatory enforcement issues and actions across
sectors and jurisdictions.

e Coordinate regulatory efforts on consumer information and
education by creating an inventory of existing resources and content,
looking at approaches taken in other jurisdictions and making
recommendations for improvement.

* Undertake areview of the guidelines for Capital Accumulation Plans
(CAPs) released by the Joint Forum in 2004, in an effort to measure
the success of their implementation and determine if any additional
work is required in this area. Examples of CAPs include: defined
contribution registered pension plans, group registered retirement
savings plans, group registered education savings plans and deferred
profit sharing plans.

* Continue to monitor the achievement of principles for managing
conflicts of interest in the insurance industry.

e Carry on efforts to put forward a model for privilege for documents
created as part of insurer risk self-assessments and whistle-blower
protection for persons who volunteer information about an insurer,
insurance agent, insurance broker or insurance adjuster engaged in
wrongdoing.

Continue to review partial pension plan wind-ups affected by the
Monsanto decision to ensure compliance with obligations to
distribute surplus on partial wind-ups.

Continue to work with the cooperative corporation sector in Ontario
to develop Co-operative Corporations Act legislation and regulation
amendments.

Assist the Ontario Expert Commission on Pensions with the
examination of legislation that governs the funding of defined benefit
pension plans, the rules relating to pension deficits and surpluses and
other issues relating to the security, viability and sustainability of the
pension system in Ontario.

Transfer the responsibility for oversight of Statutory Accident
Benefits representatives (paralegals) to the Law Society of Upper
Canada.

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Continue work with the Facility Association to evaluate proposals
for changes to residual market or risk-sharing pool mechanisms to
ensure that automobile insurance continues to be available to owners
and licensed drivers who are unable to obtain insurance through the
voluntary insurance market.

Develop and implement an assessment process for cost recovery
from the pension sector.

Draft recommendations for the licensing of wholesale brokers to
enhance consumer protection.

Conduct research to determine the feasibility of developing

283/95, Disputes Between Insurers, to ensure that claimants are
appropriately protected and have access to statutory accident benefits
when two or more insurers are disputing which one has the

responsibility to pay.

Assist with the introduction of a new proposed Life Income Fund
(LIF) that would increase income for seniors in retirement by
enhancing access to | ocked-in retirement savings accounts.

Commence a five-year review of the auto insurance system to
facilitate updates and improvements to the current system.

Improve delivery of services

Implement recommendations resulting from an internal review of
dispute resolution processes to ensure the delivery of dispute
resolution services in the most effective manner possible.

Proceed with upgrades to compliance and enforcement tracking
procedures to enhance the risk-based approach to regulation and
improve the delivery of services.

Analyze opportunities for instituting electronic filing methods to
facilitate the submission of filings electronically by the insurance
sector.

FSCO Funding

Under section 25 of the FSCO Act, the Lieutenant Governor-in-Council
may assess dl entities that form part of aregulated sector with respect to

have incurred. The Minister of Finance is also authorized to establish
fees with respect to the regulated sectors for services provided by FSCO.

In determining the administration of the funding system, FSCO has
established that it will:

FSCO has also made a commitment to the following principles in
carrying out its funding system.

* Revenueswill not exceed forecasted expenditures for each sector.

« FSCO will be accountable to its stakeholders for the efficiency and
quality of the services delivered.

For the insurance sector, FSCO has moved to quarterly calculation of
assessments. This approach provides the insurance sector with estimates
of annual costs early in the year and allows for adjustments to be made
in amore timely manner.

Effective fiscal 2007-08, FSCO will begin to recover its costs from the
pension sector via an annua assessment rather than through Annual
Information Return (AIR) fees.

* Participated in a Ministry of Finance-led working group that
prepared a consultation draft of proposed amendments to the Credit
Unions and Caisses Populaires Act, 1994.

* Worked with the co-operative corporation sector in Ontario to
develop Co-operative Corporations Act legislation and regulation
amendments.

» Supported the development of the Health Claims for Auto Insurance
(HCAI) database, a system that allows for the electronic exchange of
health clam information between heath care providers and
insurance companies, supporting the need for access to timely
accurate data to monitor the auto insurance system. A regulation was
passed in December 2006 to support a pilot of the system in 2007.

» Reviewed Regulation 283/95, Disputes Between Insurers, with the
objective of enhancing protection of claimants and ensuring access to
statutory accident benefits when two or more insurers are disputing
which one has the responsibility to pay the benefits. FSCO has
reviewed the operation of the regulation with stakeholders and
developed recommended changes.
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¢ Reviewed proposals from the Facility Association on possible
changes to residual market or risk-sharing pool mechanisms to
ensure that automobile insurance continues to be available to owners
and licensed drivers who are unable to obtain insurance through the
voluntary insurance market.

* Worked with the Ministry of Finance to draft “Prudent Portfolio”
rules to provide increased flexibility to Ontario incorporated insurers
and Ontario-formed reciprocal insurers in their investment decisions,
while at the same time, maintaining adequate protection for the
public. Bill 151, which includes these amendments, received royal
assent in December, 2006.

* Worked with the Ministry of Finance to develop a consultation draft
of regulations to support the implementation of the Mortgage
Brokerages, Lenders and Administrators Act, 2006.

e Conducted a review of proposed education requirements for those
who would be licensed as mortgage brokers and agents under the
Mortgage Brokerages, Lenders and Administrators Act, 2006.

» Examined possible options for conducting a five-year review of the
auto insurance system to facilitate updates and improvements to the
current system.

e Worked with the Ministry of Finance to complete regulation
amendments required for the implementation of harmonized classes
of insurance and applicable definitionsin Ontario.

IV. Improvedelivery of services

¢ Reviewed the current dispute resolution process to ensure the
delivery of dispute resolution services in the most effective manner
possible. As a result of the review, modifications aimed at making
services more user-friendly and efficient will be made throughout
2007.

* In anticipation of new licensing requirements, developed a single
online destination for the processing of licensing applications and
renewals from mortgage brokers and agents. The current mortgage
brokers case management system was upgraded to capture additional
data and provide new functionality.

e Enhanced the current online system for processing licensing
applications and renewals from insurance agents. The system, which
has been re-branded as Licensing Link, now accommodates a greater
range of licensing transactions. Effective July 4, 2006 dl licensing
transactions for agents must be completed online, eliminating
inefficient and costly paper-based processing methods.

e Conducted additional training for auto insurers on the use of the
ARCTICS system to facilitate the submission of more auto insurance
filings by electronic means to increase efficiency.

e Prepared and posted additional co-operative corporations sector
guidance materials on the FSCO website and provided further co-
operative corporations support through the FSCO/Ministry of
Finance Co-Operative Corporations Sector meeting group.

¢ Created electronic forms in multiple formats for auto insurance
stakeholders. These “smart” forms are automated and interactive,
making the submission of information easier and more efficient for
stakeholders.

e Launched the Pension Bulletin online in September 2006. This area
of the FSCO website delivers pension information that was
previously found in FSCO’s paper bulletins, in an easy-to-navigate,
electronic format. Subscribers to the Pension e-Bulletin get periodic
electronic newdletters listing recent updates to the Pension Bulletin
online to ensure they have the most up-to-date information at their
fingertips.

The Financial Services Tribunal

The Financia Services Tribunal (the Tribuna) is an independent,
adjudicative body composed of nine to 15 members (14 members as of
April 1, 2007), including the Chair and two Vice-Chairs of the
Commission.

The Tribunal has exclusive jurisdiction to exercise the powers conferred
under the FSCO Act and other Acts that confer powers on or assign
duties to the Tribunal. It also has exclusive jurisdiction to determine all
questions of fact or law that arise in any proceeding beforeit.

As well, the Tribunal has authority to make rules for the practice and
procedure to be observed in a proceeding before it, and to order a party
to a proceeding before it to pay the costs of ancther party or the
Tribuna’s costs of the proceeding.

For the year ahead the Tribunal has identified the following priority:

» Produce literature/brochures to assist parties, particularly those who
are unrepresented or unfamiliar with the Tribuna’s rules, practices
and procedures.

Conclusion

This statement outlines FSCO's proposed date of activities and projects
for 2007.

FSCO continues to benefit from strong partnerships with stakeholders to
achieve its objectives. We look forward to working with our many partners
in the upcoming fiscal year to overcome challenges and accomplish our
goals. Together, we can foster a hedthy financia services marketplace
where consumers are protected and competition thrives.

Introduction

La Commission des services financiers de I’Ontario (CSFO) est un
organisme de réglementation institué par la Loi de 1997 sur la
Commission des services financiers de |’ Ontario (Loi sur la CSFO).

En vertu de I'article 11 de la Loi sur la CSFO, la Commission des
services financiers de I'Ontario (CSFO) doit remettre au ministre des
Finances et faire publier dans la Gazette de |’ Ontario, au plus tard le 30
juin de chague année, « une déclaration énoncant les priorités que la
Commission se propose de suivre pendant |’ exercice pour |’ application
de la présente loi et de toutes les autres lois qui conférent des pouvoirs
ou attribuent des fonctions ala Commission ou au surintendant ».

Le présent document congtitue le dixiéme Enoncé des priorités de la
CSFO. Il présente les principaux défis que doit relever la CSFO, décrit
les priorités d’ ordre stratégique prévues pour I'exercice a venir et fait
état des récents progres accomplis dans le cadre des projets importants.

Trois entités composent la CSFO : la Commission, constituée de cinq
personnes, le surintendant des services financiers et son équipe et le
Tribunal des services financiers. La CSFO réglemente les assurances, les
régimes de retraite, les sociétés de prét et de fiducie, les credit unions et
caisses populaires, les courtiers en préts hypothécaires et les sociétés
coopératives de I’ Ontario.

Au 1% mars 2007, la CSFO réglementait ou avait inscrit 394 compagnies
d'assurance, 8 086 régimes de retraite, 219 credit unions et caisses
populaires, 51 sociétés de prét et de fiducie, 1 007 courtiers en préts
hypothécaires et 1 599 coopératives, ainsi qu'environ 36 900 agents
d'assurance, 3 837 agences d’ assurance constituées en personne morale
et 1 100 experts d'assurance. Les secteurs réglementés représentent une
industrie d’ envergure, dynamique et en pleine évolution, qui joue un réle
essentiel dans I’ économie de la province et la sécurité financiére des
personnes et des familles.

Notre mandat

Afin de protéger I'intérét public et d accroitre la confiance du public
dans les secteurs réglementés, la CSFO fournit des services de
réglementation qui protegent les consommateurs de services financiers et
les bénéficiaires de régimes de retraite et soutiennent un secteur des
services financiers sain et concurrentiel

Notrevision

La CSFO s engage a demeurer un organisme de réglementation vigilant,
équitable et proactif dont la présence au sein du marché des services
financiers de I’ Ontario est constructive et réceptive.

Principaux défis

La CSFO procede a des exercices de planification afin d établir ses
priorités stratégiques actuelles et futures conformément a ses objectifs.
Pour étre efficace, ce processus doit tenir compte de facteurs extérieurs
qui modélent I’industrie des services financiers. Cette année, la CSFO a
continué de relever les défis suivants:

Mondialisation

La tendance soutenue vers la mondialisation et le regroupement
international dans les secteurs financiers estompe les frontieres de
compétence. Aujourd’ hui, les fournisseurs de services financiers peuvent
ateindre les consommateurs grace a Internet et aux technologies de
commerce électronique et dépendent moins des modéles commerciaux
traditionnels fondés sur des succursales |ocales. Cette évolution amené a
des regroupements et des fusions entre institutions financieres, a
I"augmentation du nombre de multinationales fournissant des services
financiers et a une transformation des modes de prestation des services.
Dans ce marché mondia en ligne, les entreprises ne se limitent plus a un
ou deux secteurs d’ activité et peuvent offrir un vaste éventail de services
financiers, pour la plupart assujettis & des régimes de réglementation
distincts.

Sous I"influence de ces facteurs, la production, lacommercialisation et la
prestation des produits financiers ont également changé, ce qui a mené a
une multiplication accrue des questions liées a la réglementation. Le
nouveau marché sans frontiéres rendu possible par la technologie incite
les autorités de réglementation des services financiers a adopter une
démarche globale intersectorielle et pangouvernementale en matiere de
réglementation.

Renouvellement de la r églementation

Les autorités de réglementation doivent suivre le rythme de I’ évolution
rapide du marché des services financiers. La CSFO est ains tenue
d’adopter des méthodes affinées de réglementation multisectorielle afin
de régler les questions auxquelles sont confrontés les fournisseurs de
services financiers, quelle que soit leur taille, tout en optimisant
I"utilisation des ressources. Les méthodes de réglementation fondées sur

le risque permettent d’ atteindre cet objectif en employant les ressources
de réglementation plus efficacement et dans les secteurs ou elles auront
probablement le rendement le plus élevé. Pour employer ces méthodes le
plus efficacement possible, les autorités de réglementation doivent
absolument avoir a leur disposition des outils permettant de recuelllir et
d analyser les données pertinentes.

Conditions du marché

Les changements récents qui ont touché I’ activité économique mondiale
ont eu des répercussions sur |I'économie canadienne et contribuent a
I'incertitude au sein des marchés. Malgré la conjoncture économique
moins favorable, la croissance a repris en Ontario et devrait se renforcer
parallélement & I’accroissement de la demande aux Etats-unis, aors que
I"économie subit I'impulsion de la baisse du prix du pétrole et du dollar
canadien. 1l est donc essentid que les autorités de réglementation
continuent de bien surveiller et gérer le risque de maniére a renforcer la
confiance des consommateurs et du public envers les secteurs réglementés
et acontribuer alavigueur du marché des services financiers.

Protection et information des consommateurs

L’innovation technologique dans le marché des services financiers
habilite les consommateurs en leur donnant un choix inégalé de produits
et services. Tout en offrant des possibilités accrues, un marché plus
diversifié peut aussi par sa complexité faire qu'il soit plus difficile pour
les consommateurs d’ effectuer des choix éclairés. Les consommateurs
font de plus en plus appel & I’aide de professionnels pour prendre des
décisions financieres. En raison de I’expansion des fournisseurs de
services financiers, la CSFO doit investir dans une variété d'initiatives
pour disposer des outils permettant de fournir de I’ information fiable aux
consommateurs, de protéger ces derniers d'activités illicites et de les
aider arégler les différends qui peuvent surgir.

Enjeux pour la CSFO

Afin de surmonter ces défis, la CSFO a établi des priorités stratégiques.
Ces priorités reposent sur I'exécution des principales activités que la
Commission mene en vue daccomplir sa mission. Chacune de ces
activités étant d’' égale importance, elles ne sont pas énumérées dans un
ordre particulier :

I. Promouvoir une approche nationale coordonnée en matiere de
réglementation.

Il. Améliorer I'approche axée sur le risque en matiere de
réglementation.

[1l. Etudier et recommander des modifications au cadre réglementaire
defacon asuivre le rythme de |’ évolution des marchés.

IV. Améliorer la prestation des services.

La CSFO croit que ces priorités stratégiques et les initiatives décrites ci-
apres qui y sont associées seront bénéfiques pour les consommateurs et
les bénéficiaires de régimes de retraite. En se concentrant sur ces
priorités, la CSFO sera en mesure de s acquitter de son mandat, a savoir
protéger les consommateurs de services financiers et les bénéficiaires de
régimes de retraite, tout en soutenant une industrie des services
financiers saine et concurrentielle en Ontario.

Pour exécuter son mandat, la CSFO a instauré une culture du partenariat
et du dialogue. Elle continue de bénéficier d’ une étroite coopération avec
les consommateurs, les acteurs de I'industrie et d autres intervenants.
Pour cette raison, un grand nombre de projets entrepris par la CSFO sont
complexes, dans la mesure ou ils nécessitent la participation de
nombreux intervenants et doivent ére menés en collaboration avec le
gouvernement fédéral et d'autres administrations provinciaes. Par
conséquent, la mise en oauvre de nombreuses initiatives s échelonnent de
fagon continue sur plusieurs années.

La technologie joue un réle important dans le maintien de rapports
solides entre la CSFO et ses intervenants. C'est grace a la technologie
gue la Commission communique des renseignements a ces derniers et
leur offre des services. A cette fin, la CSFO utilise toutes les formes de
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communications électroniques, menant des affaires avec les membres de
I"industrie par voie électronique et offrant aux consommateurs un acces
en ligne aux services et aux informations. La CSFO est convaincue que
si les consommateurs et les bénéficiaires de régimes de retraite ont un
meilleur accés a I'information, ils seront mieux équipés pour faire des
choix avisés et protéger leursintéréts.

L’ Enoncé des priorités de la CSFO inclut un rapport sur les initiatives
principal es annoncées dans I’ Enoncé de I’ exercice précédent. Ce rapport,
situé a la fin du présent document, énumere les réalisations accomplies
au cours de I'année écoulée et leurs avantages escomptés pour les
intervenants et |e systeme de réglementation.

Priorités stratégiques de la CSFO

I. Promouvoir une approche nationale coordonnée en matiere de
réglementation

La CSFO continue de travailler avec dautres organismes de
réglementation canadiens afin de coordonner la réglementation du
secteur des services financiers al’ échelle du pays.

La CSFO, favorable & I'@aboration de solutions de réglementation
harmonisées, participe au Forum conjoint des autorités de réglementation
du marché financier (Forum conjoint), a I’Association canadienne des
organismes de contrdle des régimes de retraite (ACOR), au Consell
canadien des responsables de la réglementation d’ assurance (CCRRA), a
I’ Agence statistique d’assurance générae (ASAG) et aux Organisations
d' encadrement des services d' assurance du Canada (OESAC).

La CSFO collabore avec ces organismes nationauix atitre de membre ou,
dans certains cas, de responsable de comités et d'équipes de projets
mandatés pour entreprendre les initiatives décrites ci-aprés. Certains de
ces projets meneront a la présentation aux gouvernements et aux
autorités de réglementation membres de recommandations relatives a la
mise en oaivre en vue de changements légidatifs. En Ontario, les
recommandations devront étre examinées et approuvées par le
gouvernement de la province.

Forum conjoint

e Continuer les travaux entrepris en vue d évaluer et d’harmoniser la
