McInnes Waterway Enhanced Management Area 

Size: 19,517 hectares 

Description: 

The McInnes Waterway Enhanced Management Area surrounds the Dedicated Protected Area 
of the same name providing additional focus for the protection of cultural and natural heritage 
values associated with the McInnes River. The area supports a variety of wildlife.  Species at 
risk, wolverine and woodland caribou are found in the area; caribou calving areas are present.  
Forest resources may be capable of supporting commercial forest harvesting; additional 
information and analysis would be required to define a commercial harvest opportunity. Mineral 
potential exists in the Hornby Lake and Bullock Lake area. The Deer Lake winter road extends 
through the area. The area may hold some potential for new tourism opportunities.
