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· GHGs – greenhouse gas emissions
· CO2 e – carbon dioxide equivalent is a measure used to compare emissions from various greenhouse gases based upon their global warming potential. The greenhouse gases are carbon dioxide (CO2), methane (CH4), nitrous oxide (N2O), perfluorocarbons (PFCs), hydrofluorocarbons (HFCs), sulphur hexafluoride (SF6), and nitrogen trifluoride (NF3)
· % of total – the share of a given sector’s emissions (e.g., transportation, industry, buildings, electricity, agriculture, waste) from the total provincial emission estimate for the same year
